GENERAL
*This book retains hymns from many early centuries as well as a cross section of more recent compositions.

*There are contributions from the World Church, and from well-known Christian Communities such as Iona and Taize.

*As well as hymns written by authors from main protestant denominations there are many worship songs from Pentecostal and Charismatic backgrounds,         
along with meditative and reflective songs by Catholic writers such as Margaret Rizza and Bernadette Farrell.      (Margaret Rizza’s meditative song are     published by Kevin Mayhew with beautiful instrumental accompaniments.)

*There are still 79 Charles Wesley hymns – if you preach every week and chose one “CW” hymn each time it will take you 18 months to use them all!

LOOK OUT FOR:
· Many new worship songs in the opening sections 1-5
· Significant numbers of new hymns, in contemporary language, in sections such as:
8, 14, 31, 32, 33, 34, 36.

C	suitable for children and / or All age worship (see also Appendix A)
CW	Charles Wesley
H&P	Hymns & Psalms (1983)
MHB	Methodist Hymn Book (1933)

Explanatory comments.
“NEW”   =   it wasn’t in “MHB” or “H&P” – but some of these have become familiar through our usage of books such as “Mission Praise”.
“NHL”	  =   needs help in learning (either a soloist or music leader to teach the tune in sections).
“NSTO” =   not suitable for giving to an organist, or pianist, who is comfortable only with traditional tunes.

NOTE
Note the “ALSO” list at end of each section (a useful idea restored from MHB) – e.g. it reminds you that “Joy to the world” is in the hymn book even though it isn’t listed with the Christmas hymns!

BE AWARE
There are several useful indexes at the back of the music edition of “STF” especially:
*Index of biblical texts
*Liturgical index
*Items particularly suitable for children & all-age worship
